February numbers:  

• Average flow = 14.76 MGD 
• Precipitation of 1.22 inches  
• CBOD of 11 mg/L with 95% removal 
• TSS of 11 mg/L with 94% removal 
• Fecal of 4 MPN 
• Final Effluent average turbidity of 2.50 NTU with a low of 1.95 NTU 
• 34 trucks to landfill for a total of 521.81 tons of sludge, 18.97 tons grit/screenings 
• Volatile Solids Reduction of 58% on average across the 3 digesters. 
• Solar production was 1048 KWH.  
• Micro-turbine production was 73253 KWH.  

We are still waiting for 4 
results to come in.

Replaced seals on Taco pump 2, maturation tank mixer. 

Repaired oil leak on Centrifuge #2

Hired an operator trainee. 

We continue safety training with our EAP system. All employees are given a list of what training 
they must take. The system keeps track of their progress.
